Three Tamilians based in
Indonesia, Switzerland and
Singapore along with a
professor from Tamil Nadu
were recognised for their
contribution to the promotion
of the South Indian language
and culture by a 74-year-old
organisation in Singapore this
week. The revived Tamils
Festival 2026 Global Tamils
Awards ceremony was held by
Tamils Arts and Culture Society
(TACS) in collaboration with
local and international Tamil
organisations, according to
Singapore-based on Friday
weekly Tabla! It was a
concerted effort to preserve the
Tamil language, arts and
culture for the next generation,
said the weekly report.

The festival was originally
established in 1952 by the

late Tamil Murasu
(newspaper) founder
Thamizhavel G Sarangapany
to foster community bonding.
TACS chairman Ma
Govindarasu highlighted that
the primary objective of the
festival is to rekindle the spirit
of unity and togetherness
championed by Sarangapany
in the 1950s, which
transcended caste and
religious lines.

“Just as other communities
come together during their
festivals by setting aside
differences, Tamils should
unite under the ‘Tamils
Festival’ celebration,” the
tabloid quoted Govindarasu
as saying. He emphasised the
need to understand the
deeper significance of cultural
practices – from drawing
kolams to respecting elders –
and passing these traditions
on to the youth.

An Austrian court has
convicted a man of
manslaughter caused by gross
negligence after his girlfriend
froze to death as the couple
attempted to climb the
country’s highest peak last
year. The 37-year-old
defendant was given a five-
month suspended sentence
and a 9,600-euro ($11,300)
fine in a verdict handed down

by the Innsbruck state court
after a one-day trial, the
Austria Press Agency reported.
The court did not identify 
him, in keeping with local
privacy rules.
The man and his 33-year-old
girlfriend set out to climb the
Grossglockner in western
Austria in January 2025.
Prosecutors said that 
she died about 50 metres
below the 3,798-metre
(12,460-foot) peak after he
left her behind.

The White House
announced a reciprocal
trade agreement with
Indonesia while President
Prabowo Subianto was in
Washington to attend the
first meeting of President
Donald Trump’s Board of
Peace. Under the agree-
ment, Southeast Asia’s
largest economy will elim-
inate tariffs for 99 per cent
of American goods while
the US will maintain tariffs
on most Indonesian goods
at 19 per cent, the White
House said. 

That is the same rate the
US has set for Cambodia
and Malaysia. Indonesia
also agreed to address non-
tariff barriers to US goods
and to remove restrictions
on exports to the US for crit-
ical minerals and other
industrial commodities, the
White House said.

Indonesian and US compa-
nies also reached 11 deals this
week worth $38.4 billion,
including purchases of US
soybeans, corn, cotton and
wheat, cooperation in critical
minerals and oil field recov-
ery, and joint ventures in
computer chips. “We have
negotiated very intensively
over the last few months, and
I think we have reached
solid understandings on
many issues,” Prabowo told
business executives
Wednesday at the US
Chamber of Commerce.

A White House statement
called it a “great deal” and
said it “will help both coun-
tries to strengthen econom-
ic security, promote eco-
nomic growth, and thereby
continuously lead to global
prosperity.” The agreement
was later signed by US Trade
Representative Jamieson
Greer and his Indonesian
counterpart, Airlangga
Hartarto.

Hartarto told a news con-
ference from Washington
that both Governments cast
the agreement as marking
the start of a “new golden
age” in bilateral economic
ties and Indonesia will intro-
duce measures designed to
keep trade flows secure and
prevent misuse of sensitive
goods.

Describing India as a “gigan-
tic power”, Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu has
said that Israel is “tightening
alliances” with its allies, as he
mentioned Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s visit to
Jerusalem next week.

Prime Minister Modi is
expected to arrive in Israel
on February 25 on a two-day
visit during which he is 
likely to address the Knesset
(parliament) and meet
Netanyahu and President
Isaac Herzog.

Netanyahu made the com-
ments while addressing the
Israel Defence Forces (IDF)
Cadets’  Graduation
Ceremony in Bahad 1 (IDF

Officers School), about 190
kms south of Jerusalem.

After describing valiant
efforts by the Israeli army
over the years, Netanyahu
said how the country goes
out and takes “pre-emptive
measures” against the evil,
and, therefore, will act time
and again “to neutralise the
risks in the area, as neces-
sary.” “We will also act to
tighten alliances with our
allies. Next week, the Prime
Minister of India will visit the
country — a gigantic power,”
Netanyahu said.

“And of course, you know
that a few days ago I
returned from another diplo-
matic visit, the seventh in
number since the election of
President (Donald) Trump to
a second term, where I met

with the greatest friend of
the State of Israel — US
President Trump,” he added.

“In the American security
doctrine published recently,
Israel is the only country 
in the world that the US
defines as ‘the model ally’,”
he asserted. 

On Sunday, Netanyahu
broke the news of Modi’s
visit while addressing the
Conference of Presidents of
Major American Jewish
Organisations. 

“Parliament address on
the anvil. Who’s coming
here next week? Narendra
Modi,”  Netanyahu told 
the gathering. “Tremendous
alliance between Israel 
and India, and we are 
going to discuss all sorts of
cooperation. (AP )

Poland will use antiperson-
nel as well as anti-tank land
mines to defend its eastern
border against the growing
threat from Russia, Poland’s
deputy defence minister
told The Associated Press on
Friday as the country offi-
cially left an international
convention banning the use
of  the controversial
weapons. 

The 1997 Anti-Personnel
Mine Ban Treaty,  also
known as the Ottawa
Convention, prohibits signa-
tories from keeping or using
antipersonnel mines, which
can last for years and are
known for having caused
large-scale suffering among

civilians in former conflict
zones in countries including
Cambodia, Angola and
Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Poland, which ratified the
document in 2012 and com-
pleted the destruction of its
domestic anti-personnel

mine stockpile in 2016, with-
drew from the treaty on
Friday and says it plans to
renew manufacturing
weapons. “These mines are
one of the most important
elements of the defence
structure we are construct-

ing on the eastern flank of
NATO, in Poland, on the
border with Russia in the
north and with Belarus in
the east,” Pawel Zalewski,
Poland’s deputy defence
minister, said. 

He said Poland needed to

defend itself against Russia,
a country which “has very
aggressive intentions vis a
vis its neighbours” and
which itself never commit-
ted to the international
land mine ban treaty. 

Since Russia’s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine, nearby
countries  have been
reassessing their participa-
tion in the international
treaty. 

Last year, Warsaw joined
Finland, the three Baltic
states of Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania, and Ukraine to
announce it would leave
the treaty.  Russia is one of
nearly three dozen coun-
tr ies  that  have never
acceded to the Ottawa
treaty, alongside the United
States.

Torrential rains set off two
landslides that killed seven
people and floods that
displaced more than 3,000
villagers in the southeast-
ern Philippines, officials
said on Friday.

A boulder-laden land-
slide buried a house and
killed a couple and their
two daughters Friday in
the coastal city of Mati in
Davao Oriental province,
disaster-response and

provincial officials said.
Rescuers used earth-

moving equipment to
retrieve the bodies, accord-
ing to Ednar Dayanghirang,
regional director of the
Office of Civil Defence.  

In Monkayo,  a gold-
mining town in Davao de
Oro province near Davao
Oriental, the remains of
three people were dug up

after their house was buried
late Thursday by a land-
slide, Dayanghirang and
other officials said. Nearly
10,000 were affected by the
downpours in recent days,
including more than 3,200
people who were forced to
move to emergency shelters
or with relatives,
Dayanghirang said.

Several outlying provinces

and towns were forced to
cancel classes and work, 
he said. 

The downpours and thun-
derstorms occurred well
ahead of the typhoon season,
which usually starts in June,
and were caused by cold
wind interacting with warm
and moist air from the
Pacific, forecasters said.

About 20 typhoons and
storms each year batter the
Philippine archipelago, 
which also lies in the so-
called Pacific “Ring of 
Fire,” where earthquakes and
volcanic eruptions are
common, making the
Southeast Asian nation 
one of the world’s most 
disaster-prone.
