Kerala’s Ramesh Budihal topped the standings with an
impressive score of 14.83, while Srikanth D followed closely
with 13.00 in the men’s open quarterfinals of the seventh
NMPA Indian Open of Surfing 2026 here on Saturday.

Teenage sensation Kishore Kumar (11.80), Ajeesh Ali
(9.93), Sanjay Selvamani (9.57) and Sivaraj Babu (8.76) also
secured their places in the semifinals after strong
performances across the heats.

The second day of the tournament, a crucial stop on the
national surfing series and a significant event in the selection
of the Indian team for the 2026 Asian Games, greeted
competitors with cool breezes and clear, sunny skies.

A total of six quarterfinals and six semifinals were
contested across five different categories. (PTI)

Indian athletes clinched three gold medals to continue their
strong performance and retain the second spot at the end of
the third and penultimate day of the Asian U20
Championships here on Saturday.

Nikhil Chandrashekar (3000m steeplechase), Basant (high
jump) and Shahnavaz Khan (long jump) swelled the Indian
gold medal tally to seven. India had won four gold medals
on Friday. Nikhil Chandrashekar sprinted to victory in the
men’s 3000m steeplechase. His winning time of 9:25.44
seconds was his personal best.

Shahnavaz Khan won the second gold medal as he
dominated the men’s long jump. His best jump of the day
was 7.84m. Compatriot Jithin Arjunan Raman
Chandrasekaran won silver with a jump of 7.66m. (PTI)

Antonee Robinson got the
news on the 13th hole of a golf
course in the English country-
side,  Gio Reyna in a
Connecticut parking lot while
enjoying a smoothie along-
side his wife and dog.

Cristian Roldan tucked a
phone into his pocket during
a Seattle Sounders team
meeting.

“I just wanted it to feel and
vibrate,” he said.

American players dis-
persed across North America
and Europe were told notifi-
cation of coach Mauricio
Pochettino’s World Cup picks
would arrive via WhatsApp at

1 pm EDT on May 22.
Chris Brady, hoping to earn

the number 3 goalkeeper
spot, was in the Central time
zone and waited nervously
with Chicago Fire teammates.

“When 12 struck, nothing
came...  what does that
mean?” he remembered
thinking. “But, yeah, eventu-
ally got the message.”

Gathered now at the new
US National Soccer Training
Center and a nearby hotel in
Trilith ahead of their June 12
World Cup opener against
Paraguay, players relaxed
after making the cut for their
sport’s pinnacle event.

“It was just sheer elation,”
27-year-old defender Mark
McKenzie said. “Four years of
hard work, sacrifice. It was

obviously heartbreaking not
making ‘22 but turned it
directly into just motivation
to make sure the next time
around my name would
hopefully be on that roster.”

In the rush to get to the US,
McKenzie left his film camera

back in France, where he
plays for Toulouse.

Robinson, still the first-
choice left back at age 28 after
starting four years ago, hadn’t
allowed himself to think too
far ahead during a season in
which a difficult recovery

from May 2025 knee surgery
delayed his first Premier
League start this season for
Fulham until mid-December.

He was on the 13th hole of
Pyford Lakes in Woking when
his phone buzzed.

“I was playing bad, played
bad after but I was a lot
happier,” he said. “It was a
massive relief just because
the year I’ve had and the ups
and downs personally.”

Reyna, a son of former US
captain Claudio Reyna, was
notoriously almost sent
home from the 2022 tourna-
ment by then-coach Gregg
Berhalter for lack of hustle
during training. His status
was uncertain because of an
unimpressive club season
with German club Borussia

Moenchengladbach, which
didn’t  start him after
Decemeber 19.

He was outside Barvida in
Norwalk, Connecticut, along-
side wife Chloe and Melo, his
1-year-old Cavapoo, when
Pochettino’s video message
flashed. “I was sitting in the
car,” the 23-year-old mid-
fielder recalled. “We didn’t
want to go home because we
were both a l ittle bit
nervous.” Roldan, a member
of the 2022 roster who didn’t
get into a match in Qatar,
received an emotional hug
from his brother Alex, a
Sounders teammate. Cristian
didn’t  play for the US
between July 2023 and his
first call-up under Pochettino
last September. (AP )

Mexico President Claudia
Sheinbaum delivered a
promise on Friday by giving
away her ticket to the World
Cup opening match.

Sheinbaum, the first
female president in the
country’s 200-year history,
donated her ticket number
00001 to Yolett Cervantes
Cuaquehua, a 21-year-old
Indigenous woman from the
eastern state of Veracruz.

Mexico plays the opening
match against South Africa
on June 11 at Azteca Stadium.

Cervantes Cuaquehua was
selected by a jury after
winning a contest for her
ball-handling skills. 

“They are the pride of
Mexico. They will not repre-

sent the president, or the
head of government, they
will represent Mexico,”
Sheinbaum said at a press
conference to give away the
ticket to Cervantes
Cuaquehua. Sheinbaum also
gave away tickets to other
matches being played in
Mexico City, Guadalajara,

and Monterrey - the Mexican
venues for the World Cup - to
three other amateur ath-
letes aged 16, 22, and 23. 

They were also selected
by the jury as part of a
contest organized by the
government. 

“Thank you so much for
considering us,” Cervantes

Cuaquehua said. Sheinbaum
in March ruled out attending
the opening game, stating
she wanted to give promi-
nence to young Mexican
female soccer players. 

“I think a young woman
who plays soccer is a great
representative of our
country. Very few people
will be able to attend the
opening,” Sheinbaum said at
the time. She added she will
watch the game at the
Zocalo, the capital’s main
square, where a Fan Fest will
be set up.

The president’s announce-
ment generated mixed reac-
tions in Mexico. While some
considered it a commend-
able decision, others criti-
cized it, arguing that it was a
missed opportunity to
promote the country. (AP )

The Indian women’s hockey
team lost 2-3 against hosts
Australia to share the four-
match friendly series 2-2 here
on Saturday.

India came out strongly in
the contest, taking a 1-0 lead
in just the second minute
when Navneet Kaur convert-
ed a penalty corner to put
early pressure on Australia. 

In the second quarter,
Deepika Soreng (23th)
doubled India’s lead with a
neat conversion. It remained
2-0 at half-time.

Australia fought back in
the third quarter, levelling
through strikes from Abby
Wilson (42nd) and Olivia
Downes (44th) in quick suc-
cession. A late strike from
Courtney Schonell (58th) gave
the hosts a narrow 3-2 win.

Despite the result, India
can take plenty of positives
from the tour. 

Having bounced back from
an opening-game defeat to
win the next two matches,
the Indian team demonstrat-
ed resilience, tactical disci-
pline and a potent attacking
threat throughout the series,
continuing to build ahead of
the upcoming season that
begins with the FIH Nations
Cup in New Zealand.

India had lost 1-2 against
Australia in the series opener
but bounced back strongly to
beat the hosts 4-2 in shootout
after both the sides were
locked 1-1 at the end of regu-
lation time in the second
match. India then defeated
Australia in the third match to
take a 2-1 lead in the series.

The Indians have
impressed in most aspects of
the game in the tour so far,
especially in defence and
midfield. The tour Down
Under served as important
preparation ahead of the
Women’s Nations Cup in
Auckland from June 15-21.

Davies named to Canada’s World Cup squad despite hamstring injury
Davies is Canada’s captain

and among the most promi-
nent players named to the
team, along with Juventus
forward Jonathan David,
Southampton forward Cyle
Larin and Villarreal midfield-
er Tajon Buchanan. 

Coach Jesse Marsch named
nine defenders, 10 midfield-
ers, four forwards and three
goalkeepers to the 26-player
roster for the World Cup,
which opens on June 11. 

Marsch included Davies
on the team’s latest 32-
player training camp roster
earlier this week, but he
did not immediately join
the team, instead remaining
in Germany to continue his
recovery. The team trained
this past week in Charlotte,
North Carolina, ahead of a
pair of preparation matches
against  Uzbekistan on
Monday in Edmonton and
against Ireland on June 5 in
Montreal. “He (Davies) is
already on the pitch
running, and so we’ve got to
just kind of see where he’s
at in his overall progres-

sion, and then we’ve got to
try to find ways to acceler-
ate him, but he’s super
excited to get here,” Marsch
said. “I’m really hopeful that
he has a few days to get
away, and that he can come
here and be fresh.” 

Canada is co-hosting the
World Cup with the United
States and Mexico. The
Canadians are in Group B
along with Switzerland,
Q a t a r  a n d  B o s n i a  a n d
Herzegovina, which elimi-
nated Italy in the European
playoffs. 

The Canadians will have
all three of their group-stage
matches on home soil .
Ranked number 30 in the
world, Canada opens against
Bosnia and Herzegovina on
June 12 in Toronto. Earlier
this week Marsch suggested
Davies may not quite be
ready for the the opener.
Canada has been to the
World Cup twice before, in
Mexico 1986 and 2022, but
the team has never
advanced past the group
stage. The team finished at

the bottom of its group in
Qatar four years ago, but
Davies scored the nation’s
first World Cup goal in a 4-1
loss to Croatia.

Other players coming off
injuries with their club
teams included forward
Promise David, who just had
hip surgery for a ruptured
tendon in February, and
defender Moise Bombito,
who has not played for the
national team since breaking
his leg in a 2-2 draw with
Monaco in October. 

Midfielder  Jacob
Shaffelburg also made the
roster although he also
injured his hamstring earlier
this month. Marsch said
Shaffelburg has progressed
faster than expected. 

“I think we’ve had a pretty
good idea of who our core
group is for a while. The
real X factor in all these
decisions was just trying to
determine a month ago, two
weeks ago, a week ago, last
night, which players are
going to be healthy, and

who can we project to be
really ready to be close to
100 per cent and in the form
of their life going into this
tournament. So, luckily,
we’re on track with a lot of
guys,” Marsch said. 

“Will everyone be 100 per
cent for the Bosnia match?
No, that won’t be the case,
but we will have a really
strong core that will be ready
for that match, and we
believe we can get stronger
as the tournament goes on.”

Marsch has not named a
starter between goalkeepers
Maxime Crepeau and Dayne
St. Clair. Both will play in the
upcoming friendlies before
Marsch makes a decision.
“We know what’s coming in
terms of a decision and
we’re both mature enough
to understand our role for
the team, whatever the deci-
sion is,” Crepeau said on
the Canadian television
broadcast announcing the
squad. “We understand that
we’ll be here for one another
and for the team on and off
the field.” (AP
